 Basic Requirements for Clarity in Writing
The major requirements for clarity are:

Lack of clutter

An introduction (and thesis statement if necessary)
A conclusion

New paragraphs for new topics
Paragraph topic sentences
Unity in paragraphs (the sentences relate to the topic sentence)

Coherence between sentences (i.e. they clearly and logically follow each other and use Clear Transitions)

Consistency of Tense, Voice, Mood, Subject, Number and Person, Ideas, Tone,
Language
Correct diction (use the appropriate word)
